MDT NEW BUSINESS 
 

1. Words & Symbols Painting. MDT reminded MCA that the templates used for words 
and symbols must match the MDT Detailed Drawings. There have been instances 
where the spacing between letters of a word is incorrect due to the use of multiple 
templates. 

2. Film Thickness Special Provision. MDT presented a draft Film Thickness special 
provision for plant mix paving operations. MCA expressed concern over what was 
driving this spec and asked MDT to keep other options available. Contractors asked 
how this relates to the Hamburg test. A Contractor questioned whether it would be 
better to modify the variables we already monitor. This will continue to be reviewed. 

3. Plant Mix Incentive Ties. MDT presented a draft special provision regarding Plant 
Mix Incentive Ties. No discussion occurred due to time constraints but MDT asked for 
any comments to be sent in with the spec comments.

1. §108.05 – Character of Workers. A contractor expressed concern about this spec and 
its relation to MDT employees. The contractors were told to elevate their concerns 
when they happen so they can be addressed if necessary.
